
A Shepherd’s Sharing
St. Augustine of Hippo and a Mother’s Love
     For the past three months I have been in COS (Course of Study) 222 Theological Heritage 2: Early Church.  This course focuses on the history and theology of the Church through the first five centuries.  One of the reading assignments was The Confessions of St. Augustine of Hippo.  The first 9 books of The Confessions are an autobiography of his life from infancy to conversion.  As I was reading this book, I found his mother’s love to be impactful…here is a bit of her story.
     Monica was born in 331 AD in Africa.  By God's grace, she was born to parents who trained her in Christian orthodoxy.  She married a man named Patricius and gave birth to Augustine in 354 AD at the age of 23.  Augustine writes that from an early age, his mother “placed great hope in [God],” and she “was in greater labor to ensure [his] salvation than she had been at his birth.”  
     In his book he talks about his constant moving from place to place--a hint of his spiritual wandering.  Determined to pursue her son for Christ, Monica always managed to track him down.  In fact, at one point Augustine sneaks out of their city at night to escape her.  She learns he went to Milan, so she braves a risky journey over the Mediterranean Sea to join him.
     In Milan, God’s hand awakens a dead Augustine to life, and he turns from his sins to Christ.  His mother was the first to learn of his conversion and she rejoiced to see the fruit of her tireless prayers!  God, in His grace, had turned her concerns for her son into, what Augustine describes as a “joy far fuller than her dearest wish.”  What can we learn from how Monica lived?  
     First, realize that from his birth to her death, Monica prayed unceasingly for her son.  While we can admire Monica for her labor as a faithful mother, don’t esteem her as a savior.  Parents cannot save their children by their own will but rather we look to the Lord and trust our children with His sovereign mercy.  We obey God’s command to train them up in His Word and we pray that He might use our faithful evangelism and discipleship for their salvation, knowing that salvation belongs to Him alone (Revelation 7:10).
     Next, Mothers (fathers too), must seek God for the salvation of your children!  Pray and remember that God is sovereign and does everything according to the counsel of His own will and yet He accomplishes those purposes through means--among which is prayer (Ephesians 1:11-16).
     Lastly, the goal of Chrisitan parenting is our own obedience, not the making of Christian kids. Monica prayed for her son; if God never chose to save Augustine by her prayers, we could still regard her today.  Her pursuit of her son in the name of Christ was one thing I couldn’t get over.
     May God equip you with everything good that you may do His will, working in you that which is pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ our Lord (Hebrews 13:20-21).

      Ten members were present when the meeting was called to order with prayer at 6 p.m. on February 11th.  The minutes were approved as sent electronically.
     SPRT Chairwoman reported Bibles will be purchased to present to the graduates (3) for their graduation from High School and College.  Sunday Worship Service cards are needed.  
     Pastor David will be on vacation May 18th through May 24th.  He will be gone one Sunday, and he will get a guest speaker for May 24th.  We received a Blue Ribbon Certificate for our compliance of Children’s Protection Rights.  Pastor Dave is making plans for a Family Day at the Lafayette Park for all three churches.  He is working out the details.   
     The new Treasurer was welcomed to Ad Council.  The Financial Report for February and March was given.  We have paid 100% of the tithes to Conference.  There is CD coming due in September.  
     Worship Committee Coordinator presented an estimate for new projection system for the sanctuary.  It was decided to table the project at this time and work on getting a new sound system with a speaker in the Choir Loft.  Dustin will be asked to get an estimate for it before the next meeting.  
     Trustees Chair reported the Stair Lift was inspected and we have the permit required.  The roof is fixed and the money to pay the bill will come from the Memorial Fund.  He is looking to see if we can get the awnings cleaned.  We were asked about putting in a car charging station at the parsonage.  The charger would be supplied but we would need to install an outlet for the charger.  We need to look at what it will do to the insurance of the parsonage and where we would have to install the outlet.  Carpets in the parsonage and the Fellowship Room and hall are due for cleaning.  It was decided to wait until closer to the next holiday season before we have them cleaned.  The breaker has been changed to the downstairs dishwasher, but the dishwasher still will not working so it is not the breaker, plus the dishwasher is on a circuit of its own.  Dave Pickett will come next Tuesday to look at it.  
     The Mission Chair reported the Bible Box is doing well.  It has been hard to keep the Bibles stocked.  A motion was made to purchase Bibles as needed, the motion was seconded, and it carried.   
     With no other new business, the meeting was  closed with prayer.
